BODY 
 
What is the true Grace of God in which we should stand?  Is Peter telling us and warning us of a false grace? 
 
A) What have we learned about the grace of God? 
 
 

• Grace that came by Jesus Christ 
 
John 1:14-17 
14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the 
only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. 
15 John bare witness of him, and cried, saying, This was he of whom I spake, He that cometh after 
me is preferred before me: for he was before me. 
16 And of his fulness have all we received, and grace for grace. 
17 For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.

• Grace that brings salvation 

 
Titus 2:11 
11 For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men,

• Grace that equips

• Grace that makes us able ministers 
 
1 Cor 15:10 
10 But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was bestowed upon me was not in 
vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all: yet not I, but the grace of God which was with 
me.

7 But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ.

B) The true grace of God in which we should stand. 
 
 
Rom 5:20-6:2 
20 Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more 
abound: 
21 That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by 
Jesus Christ our Lord. 
6:1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound? 
2 God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein? 
KJV 
 
Rom 6:11-18 
11 Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. 
12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof. 
13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, 
as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. 
14 For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace. 
15 What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid. 
16 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; 
whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? 
17 But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of 
doctrine which was delivered you. 
18 Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness.

Sufferings reveal what we are really made of.   
 
Sufferings was the setting of believers to whom the Apostle Peter wrote his epistle. 
 
1 Peter 1:1-9 
1 Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, to the strangers scattered throughout Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, 
and Bithynia, 
2 Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through sanctification of the Spirit, unto 
obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied. 
3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, which according to his abundant mercy hath 
begotten us again unto a lively hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 
4 To an inheritance incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven for you, 
5 Who are kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 
6 Wherein ye greatly rejoice, though now for a season, if need be, ye are in heaviness through manifold 
temptations: 
7 That the trial of your faith, being much more precious than of gold that perisheth, though it be tried with 
fire, might be found unto praise and honour and glory at the appearing of Jesus Christ: 
8 Whom having not seen, ye love; in whom, though now ye see him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with joy 
unspeakable and full of glory: 
9 Receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of your souls.

Peter was telling everyone who were suffering: 
 
 

• They were blessed 
• Through trials, their faith will be found unto the praise, honor and glory of Christ 
• Etc 

 
 
In the midst suffering, the true Grace of God.. 
 
1 Peter 5:10-12 
10 But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have 
suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you. 
11 To him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. 
12 By Silvanus, a faithful brother unto you, as I suppose, I have written briefly, exhorting, and testifying that 
this is the true grace of God wherein ye stand.

1) The true Grace of God Perfects 
 
This is not simply “mature.”  It actually means to be equipped for work, even every good work. 
 
 
2 Cor 13:11 
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11 Finally, brethren, farewell. Be perfect, be of good comfort, be of one mind, live in peace; and 
the God of love and peace shall be with you. 
KJV 
 
Heb 13:20-21 
20 Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great shepherd of 
the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, 
21 Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in 
his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.

Col 4:12 
12 Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant of Christ, saluteth you, always labouring fervently for you 
in prayers, that ye may stand perfect and complete in all the will of God.

15 Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise 
minded, God shall reveal even this unto you.

2) The true Grace of God establishes 
 
To be established is to know the reason for the work.  The purpose for which we are in the work of 
God. 
 
Our purpose holds true until He comes. 
 
2 Thess 2:16-17 
16 Now our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God, even our Father, which hath loved us, and hath 
given us everlasting consolation and good hope through grace, 
17 Comfort your hearts, and stablish you in every good word and work. 
KJV 
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1 Thess 3:12-13 
12 And the Lord make you to increase and abound in love one toward another, and toward all men, 
even as we do toward you: 
13 To the end he may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness before God, even our Father, at 
the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints. 
KJV 
 
1 Thess 5:23 
23 And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and 
body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
KJV 
 
Rom 8:28 
28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the 
called according to his purpose. 
KJV 
 
Isa 14:26-27 
26 This is the purpose that is purposed upon the whole earth: and this is the hand that is stretched 
out upon all the nations. 
27 For the Lord of hosts hath purposed, and who shall disannul it? and his hand is stretched out, and 
who shall turn it back?

3) The true Grace of God strengthens 
 
This is strength to go through, with patience and longsuffering. 
 
Isa 40:28-31 
28 Hast thou not known? hast thou not heard, that the everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the 
ends of the earth, fainteth not, neither is weary? there is no searching of his understanding. 
29 He giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might he increaseth strength. 
30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall: 
31 But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as 
eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. 
KJV 
 
Col 1:9-12 
9 For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that 
ye might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 
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10 That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and 
increasing in the knowledge of God; 
11 Strengthened with all might, according to his glorious power, unto all patience and longsuffering 
with joyfulness; 
12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of 
the saints in light:

16 That he would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by 
his Spirit in the inner man;

9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness.

16 At my first answer no man stood with me, but all men forsook me: I pray God that it may not be 
laid to their charge. 
17 Notwithstanding the Lord stood with me, and strengthened me; that by me the preaching might 
be fully known, and that all the Gentiles might hear: and I was delivered out of the mouth of the 
lion. 
18 And the Lord shall deliver me from every evil work, and will preserve me unto his heavenly 
kingdom: to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.

Eph 6:10-20 
10 Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. 
11 Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. 
12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the 
rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. 
13 Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil 
day, and having done all, to stand. 
14 Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of 
righteousness; 
15 And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 
16 Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of 
the wicked. 
17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: 
18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all 
perseverance and supplication for all saints; 
19 And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make 
known the mystery of the gospel, 
20 For which I am an ambassador in bonds: that therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak. 
KJV 
 
2 Cor 11:23-30 
23 Are they ministers of Christ? (I speak as a fool) I am more; in labours more abundant, in stripes 
above measure, in prisons more frequent, in deaths oft. 
24 Of the Jews five times received I forty stripes save one. 
25 Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I stoned, thrice I suffered shipwreck, a night and a day I 
have been in the deep; 
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26 In journeyings often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils by mine own countrymen, 
in perils by the heathen, in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils 
among false brethren; 
27 In weariness and painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold 
and nakedness. 
28 Beside those things that are without, that which cometh upon me daily, the care of all the 
churches. 
29 Who is weak, and I am not weak? who is offended, and I burn not? 
30 If I must needs glory, I will glory of the things which concern mine infirmities. 
KJV 
 
2 Cor 12:9-10 
9 And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. 
Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon 
me. 
10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in 
distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong. 
KJV 
 
2 Cor 6:1-10 
1 We then, as workers together with him, beseech you also that ye receive not the grace of God in 
vain. 
2 (For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured 
thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.) 
3 Giving no offence in any thing, that the ministry be not blamed: 
4 But in all things approving ourselves as the ministers of God, in much patience, in afflictions, in 
necessities, in distresses, 
5 In stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in fastings; 
6 By pureness, by knowledge, by longsuffering, by kindness, by the Holy Ghost, by love unfeigned, 
7 By the word of truth, by the power of God, by the armour of righteousness on the right hand and 
on the left, 
8 By honour and dishonour, by evil report and good report: as deceivers, and yet true; 
9 As unknown, and yet well known; as dying, and, behold, we live; as chastened, and not killed; 
10 As sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet 
possessing all things. 
KJV 
 
2 Cor 8:1-5 
1 Moreover, brethren, we do you to wit of the grace of God bestowed on the churches of 
Macedonia; 
2 How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and their deep poverty abounded 
unto the riches of their liberality. 
3 For to their power, I bear record, yea, and beyond their power they were willing of themselves; 
4 Praying us with much intreaty that we would receive the gift, and take upon us the fellowship of 
the ministering to the saints. 
5 And this they did, not as we hoped, but first gave their own selves to the Lord, and unto us by the 
will of God. 
KJV 
 
 

4) The true Grace of God settles. 
 
To be settled is to be able to bring others with you. 
 
Eph 3:16-19 
16 That he would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by 
his Spirit in the inner man; 
17 That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love, 
18 May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and 
height;

19 And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the 
fulness of God. 
KJV

6) The true Grace of God is where we as Ekklesia should stand and be built up.

32 And now, brethren, I commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is able to build 
you up, and to give you an inheritance among all them which are sanctified.

20 And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the 
chief corner stone; 
21 In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord:

16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint 
supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the 
body unto the edifying of itself in love.

CONCLUSION 
 
 
The Apostle Peter gives in this text the manifestions of how the true grace of God works in the lives of His 
dear children. 
 
1) The God of all grace is the only Source of true grace through all experiences. 
 
 2 Cor 4:17-18, “For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, worketh for us a far more exceeding 
and eternal weight of glory; while we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not 
seen: for the things which are seen are temporal; but the things which are not seen are eternal” 
 1 Peter 1:7-9, “That the trial of your faith, being much more precious than of gold that perisheth, 
though it be tried with fire, might be found unto praise and honour and glory at the appearing of Jesus 
Christ: Whom having not seen, ye love; in whom, though now ye see him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with 
joy unspeakable and full of glory: receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of your souls.” 
 
2) The true grace of God perfects His people. 
 
 Heb 13:20-21, “Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great 
shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant, make you perfect in every good work 
to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory 
for ever and ever. Amen.” 
 2 Tim 3:16-17, “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, 
for correction, for instruction in righteousness: that the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished 
unto all good works.” 
 Rom 5:2, “By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope 
of the glory of God.” 
 Rom 10:17, “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.” 
 
3) The true grace of God establishes His people. 
 
 1 Thess 3:12-13, “And the Lord make you to increase and abound in love one toward another, and 
toward all men, even as we do toward you: to the end he may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness 
before God, even our Father, at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints.” 
 Col 2:7, “Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding 
therein with thanksgiving.”
